APPLICATION PROCESS/ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

Students interested in this course will need to complete the application form and return to SCT Global.
Applications will be assessed and students may then be invited for an interview. Due to limited places
students may be required to take occupational aptitude tests and assessments in Literacy and Numeracy to
demonstrate suitability for the course. School attendance over the last 2 years must be at least the average
for the school

COURSE CONTENT

The Young Apprenticeship programme offers an exciting opportunity for Year 10 students to gain Level 2
qualifications in the Sport, Leisure and Recreation sector that are equivalent to over 6 GCSE grade A* to C,
whilst also working for at least 50 days in a variety of sport/leisure settings gaining valuable work
experience.

The program covers Sports and Leisure studies through BTEC and NVQ qualifications including:

1. Fitness Testing & Training 5. Sports Development
2. Practical Sport 6. Planning and Leading Sports Activities
3. Anatomy and Physiology for Sport 7. Technical Skills and Tactical Awareness for Sport

4. Injury in Sport

The following qualifications are also provided to compliment the programme:
BCS ICT Level 1; Extended Key Skills; Drugs Awareness, NVQ Level 1 in Sport and Recreation.

Both resource based learning and computer learning packages are used which allow the pupils to work at
their own level.

Our fantastic facilities at Bolton Arena provide the opportunity to learn in a relaxed and stimulating setting.
At least 3 work placements will be provided during the programme in a variety of settings and could include
the Arena itself, SCTG, sports/leisure centres, Bolton Sports Development and others.

COURSE DURATION AND ASSESSMENT

This is a two year course based on attending two days a week. As part of the Young Apprenticeship
programme you will also attend at least 50 days work experience as part of your 2 days. The course is
assessment based and includes the completion of a portfolio of tasks and assignments. On going
assessment and examinations will take place throughout the two years.

DURATION OF COURSE

Students can progress onto ‘A’ Levels or a Level 3 Sports related course at college, onto an Apprenticeship
or employment.
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
